When Poland provided to the British and French replicas of an encoding machine used by the Germans for their secret military code system named Enigma in July 1939, it came complete with specifications, perforated cards, and updating programs.

True the British made a number of improvements on decrypting Enigma ciphers, but credit for cracking the code falls squarely to Polish mathematicians Marian Rejewski, Jerzy Rozycki and Henryk Zygalski.

The breaking of the Enigma code has been hailed as one of the cornerstones of the Allied victory over Germany. But it was only part of Poland's enormous contribution to wartime military intelligence. The Polish underground also furnished the Allies with the V-1 and V-2 rockets.

Their reward was being refused a place in the victory parade that was held in London at the end of the war. In Poland, the Soviet overlords were brutally eliminating the anti-Nazi but fiercely pro-independent Polish underground and shipping the lucky ones to the Gulag.
